For a cat or dog, carrying around extra 
weight can lead to arthritis or spinal issues, 
diabetes, kidney disease, and heart or 
breathing complications, which also lead 
to much shorter life expectancies.  

Here are some ways to help reduce your 
pet’s weight and avoid common mistakes.  

1 - Do not free feed. Always measure or 
weigh the amount of food being fed. 
Portion based on your pet’s life stage, 
activity level, current and ideal weights. 

2 - Ensure your pet gets at least 30 minutes 
of activity every day (this includes kitties).  

3 - The more moisture the better! Add 
canned, fresh, or raw food, which are also 
lower in carbohydrates and calories.  

4 - Feed a biologically appropriate diet 
without ingredients their body can’t digest.

Hiking with Dogs in WA 

Planning a trail adventure with your pup? 
The Washington Trails Association has 
several amazing webpages for information 
and resources on hiking with your dog.  
Visit wta.org and search for “dog hikes”. 

Quick lowdown - Before you go, know the 
rules. Dog access varies by location. In 
general, dogs should be leashed or under 
strict voice control. Always have a leash, 
adequate supplies, and a first aid kit.  
 
Where Dogs Are Allowed (or Not): 
• National Parks: Dogs are prohibited on 
most trails in Mount Rainier, Olympic, and 
North Cascades National Parks. 
• National Forests: Many trails allow 
dogs, but some require leashes or prohibit 
dogs in sensitive areas. 
• State Parks & DNR Lands: Dogs are 
welcome but typically must stay leashed. 
• County Parks: Most county trail 
systems also require leashes.  

Trail Etiquette Tips: 
Pick up after your dog, yield to hikers and 
horses, and respect wildlife. Always check 
posted signs or ranger guidance before 
heading out. A little preparation helps keep 
Washington’s trails fun, safe, and wag-
worthy for everyone!
