Then, attach the power brick to the USB connection. Plug into power outlet.

Pull plastic tab from the included LED remote to power the LED lights. SEE FUNCTIONS & USE ON NEXT PAGE.
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LED REMOTE FUNCTIONS & USE
1. Turn On/ Standby
Press this key to turn on unit or switch to standby mode. At power on, unit will 
automatically turn on and restore to previous status.

2/9. Dynamic Mode Adjustment
Switch to dynamic mode from static color; or switch between dynamic modes.

3/10. Dynamic Speed Adjustment
Adjust dynamic playing speed. Press ‘SPEED+’ to increase speed and press 
‘SPEED-’ to decrease. Unit will switch to dynamic mode if you press this key at 
static color mode.

4/5. Static Color Mode Adjustment
Switch to static color mode from dynamic mode, or switch between static colors.

6. Direct Color Select
Shortcut key to static colors. When you press the speci�c color key, LED will play
 the same static color. The direct colors are included in 'COLOR+’ and 
 'COLOR-’ operation.

7/8. Brightness Adjustment
Adjust static color brightness. Press BRIGHT+ to increase brightness and press 
BRIGHT- to decrease. Unit will switch to static color mode if press this key at 
dynamic mode.

11. Demo Mode
Press this key to switch to Demo mode. 
At demo mode. It plays 17 dynamic 
modes in loop, each mode repeat 3 times.

laundry areas, and similar indoor locations. Never 
place �rebox near water.

4. Do not run the power cord under carpeting. Do not 
cover the power cord with rugs, runner, or similar 
items. Place the cord  away from tra�c areas where 
it will not be tripped over.

5. To disconnect the �rebox, turn controls to o�, then 
remove the plug from the outlet.

6. Connect to properly grounded outlets only. Always 
plug �rebox directly to a wall outlet/receptacle. 
Never use with an extension cord or reloadable 
power tap (outlet/power strip).

7. To prevent a possible �re, do not block �rebox air 
intakes or the exhaust in any manner. Do not 
operate the �rebox on soft surfaces, like a bed, 
where openings may become blocked.

8. There is a thermostat limiter inside the heater. When 
the inner temperature over heats or abnormal 
heating occurs, the thermostat protective device 
cuts o� power supply to avoid �replace damage or 
risk of �re.

Any other use is not recommended by the manufac-
turer. Improper use may cause �re, electrical shock, 
or injuries.

OPERATION

1. IDENTIFYING THE CONTROL PANEL

• The control panel is located on the top right corner of 
the �replace/heater unit.

• The control panel contains the display unit (1), function
indicator (2), timer function (3), heater control (4), �ames
control (5), and main power (6).

• The display unit (1) displays information about the 
�ame level, timer, and current temperature.

3. USING THE TIMER FUNCTION

• The timer button (3) allows you to set the amount of time you want the �replace/heater to run. The timer button (3) operates both 
the �ames and the heater function. If the heater is operating when the timer is set, then the heater is on the timer. If the �ames are
operating, then the timer will control the �ames. If both the heater and �ames are operating with the timer set, then the timer 
controls both the �ames and the heater. Pressing the button in sequence will set the timer for a set interval. This interval period is 
shown in the display (1), in blue. The set intervals are displayed in this table.The timer interval is set from the time the interval is 
selected. There is no clock function for turning the heater or �ames on or o� at a speci�c time.

2. UNDERSTANDING THE FUNCTION INDICATOR

• The function indicator (2) has three square LEDs– red, green, 
and blue. The red LED indicates that the Fahrenheit tempera-
ture heating function is running, the green LED indicates that 
the Celsius temperature heating function is running, and the 
blue LED indicates that the timer function is engaged.

• To the bottom of the three LEDs, is the infrared receiver 
module which communicates with the remote control to
control the heater.

OPERATION (CONTINUED)

4. USING THE HEATER CONTROL

• The heater button (4) turns the heater on or o�. There is no speed setting for the heater blower. If you put the heater in a standby-
mode (turn o� by the main power button 6), the unit will hold the settings in the memory. When the power is turned back on, the 
heater will turn on at the same settings.

• When the heating function turns on, press and hold the heater button (4) for �ve seconds to enter temperature adjustment mode. 
The LED indicator is red. In adjustment mode, the display unit (1) �ashes (interval is 0.5 seconds). There are 22 levels to change 
Fahrenheit temperature 72°F-73°F…82°F -ON-62°F -63°F…71°F. After this is set, the display (1) will �ash �ve times and exit from 
setting status. If idle, the display turns o� after 10 seconds.

• With the heater on, gently press and hold the main power button for �ve seconds to enter temperature converting mode. The LED
indicator �ashes �ve times in red color then changes to green. In this converting mode, the display (1) �ashes (interval is 0.5 seconds).
Press and hold the heater button (4) for �ve seconds to enter temperature adjustment mode. There are 12 levels to change Celsius
temperature 22°C-23°C…27°C -ON- 17°C- 18…21°C. After it is set, the display (1) �ashes �ve times. If idle, the display turns o�
after 5 seconds. Repeat the same process to convert Celsius temperature into Fahrenheit temperature.

5. USING THE FLAME CONTROL

• Press the �ame button (5) to set the �ames for di�erent levels of �ame height. These �ame levels are shown in the display (1). 
The �ame settings are as follows:

• Regardless of the previous �ame setting, when powered o� by the main power button (6), the �ames will come on in L3 mode 
(High) when you turn the heater on.
• When the heater function turns on, the �ame level will cycle through the 4 di�erent level settings continuously.

6. USING THE MAIN POWER BUTTON

OPERATION (CONTINUED)

• Press the power button (6) to turn the �replace/heater unit on and o�. Press the power button (6) once to turn the unit on. 
Press again to turn the unit o�.

For replacement batteries, use lithium-based CR2025 batteries.
• Take out the battery bracket.

• Insert the battery with the button side into the battery bracket, making sure the battery is �rmly in place.

• Press the battery bracket into the remote control, making sure it snaps into position.

Turn the remote over and aim it towards the �replace/heater unit.
• Press the power button on the upper right, and see if the �ames on the �replace/heater turn on or o�.
• If nothing appears to happen, check to make sure the battery is installed correctly, and try again.

WARNING: DO NOT INJEST BATTERIES

NOTE: The remote control cannot lock/unlock 
the �ame and heating function, and it cannot 
switch between Fahrenheit and Celsius.

USING THE REMOTE CONTROL (CONTINUED)

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1. Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.
2. Batteries are to be inserted with the correct polarity.
3. Exhausted batteries are to be removed from the product.
4. Always purchase the correct size and grade of battery most suitable for the intended use.
5. Replace all batteries of a set at the same time.
6. Clean the battery contacts and also those of the device prior to battery installation.
7. Remove batteries from equipment with is not to be used for an extended period of time.

• The operation of the remote control buttons work the same as the 
buttons on the front panel of the �replace/heater. Review the 
Operation section for more information on the functionality of 
these buttons.

The blower motor and �ame motor are pre-lubricated for a durable using time and need no further lubrication or maintenance. To remove any accumu-
lation of dust or �u� the soft brush attachment of a vacuum cleaner should occasionally be used to clean the outlet grille of the fan heater.

• Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when dusting.
• Use a clean soft cloth dampened with warm water to clean the �replace surface. DO NOT use household or abrasive cleaners, as these products may 
damage the surface.
• When cleaning the glass viewing screen use a non-abrasive damp cloth with liquid cleaner or soft soap if necessary; DO NOT use cleaning powders or 
any other substance with abrasives since these substances will scratch glass.
• Under no circumstances should this product be operated with a broken or chipped glass panel.
• Do not strike or slam the glass.
• In the event that your appliance is stained or otherwise damaged during use, we recommend that you call a professional to repair your furniture.
• When not in use please unplug the cord from the outlet to prevent any damage or accidental plug of the cord.

WARNING: Always disconnect from the power supply before 
cleaning the heater. First turn o� the main power. Then remove 
the electrical plug from the wall outlet.

WARNING: Do not use this �rebox insert if any part of it has
been under water. Immediately call a quali�ed service techni-
cian to inspect the �rebox and replace any part of the electrical 
system which has been under water.
