Imagine cruising through the breathtaking Zoji La, feeling the chill

of Drass — the world’s second-coldest inhabited place, and

conquering the mighty Khardung-La, one of the world’s highest

motorable roads. Along the way, soak in the beauty of Pangong

Lake, shimmering like a blue jewel, and camp under starry skies at

Sarchu.

Explore charming villages like Turtuk, taste fresh apricots, and

witness the magic of the surreal Moore Plains, where the road

stretches endlessly. Visit ancient monasteries, war memorials, and

iconic spots like the scenic Solang Valley.

Whether you're riding solo or with your squad, this journey promises

incredible bonding and countless photo-worthy moments. Laugh

around camp�res, share stories of daring rides, and create

friendships that will last forever.

DAY 1   Arrival in Srinagar. Day at Leisure in Srinagar.

DAY 2   Srinagar To Kargil Via Sonamarg, Drass & Zojila. [Distance: 200km, Duration: 8-9 Hours].

BRIEF ITINERARY

DAY 1

Arrival in Srinagar. Day at Leisure in Srinagar.

Reach Srinagar - the summer capital of Jammu and Kashmir and head to your stay.

Reach your houseboat and complete the check-in formalities.

You can then explore the Srinagar Market on your own and return to your stay.

You will then attend a short brie�ng session with the Team Captain for the next day.

Overnight stay at Srinagar.

DAY 2

Srinagar To Kargil Via Sonamarg, Drass & Zojila. [Distance:
200km, Duration: 8-9 Hours].

Wake up to a pleasant morning in Srinagar and have your breakfast at the hotel.

Get ready for an exciting day as we depart for the scenic town of Kargil.

As we start our journey, we will cross the beautiful meadows of Sonmarg, which was part of

the ancient Silk Road.

Next, it's time to conquer the Zoji La, one of the most challenging and breathtaking mountain

passes in India at an altitude of 3528m.

We will then cross Drass village, often referred to as the Gateway to Ladakh and also known as

the coldest inhabited place in India.

Before heading to our hotel in Kargil, we will visit the Kargil War Memorial - which is dedicated

to the soldiers who lost their lives in the 1999 Kargil War.

Continue the journey to Kargil and check in to the hotel upon reaching.

DAY 3

Kargil To Leh. En route explore major landmarks. [Distance:
230km, Duration: 7-8 Hours].

Wake up to a chilly morning in Kargil and have your breakfast at the hotel.

Later, get ready and hit the roads, as we will ride to Leh today.

Today, we will pass 2 high altitude passes - Namika La [3700m] and Fotu La [4108m].

On the way, we will also pass through the picturesque town of Lamayuru - known for its moon-

like landscape.

We will then take quick stops at Sangam Point to witness the con�uence of Indus and Zanskar.

Our next stop is at the Magnetic Hill, known for creating an optical illusion.

Later, stop at the Pathar Sahib Gurudwara, dedicated to Guru Nanak Dev Ji, and houses a

sacred boulder with his imprints.

We will then reach our hotel in Leh, complete the check-in formalities and call it a day.

Overnight stay in Leh.

DAY 4

Leh To Nubra Valley Via Khardung La. [Distance: 125km,
Duration: 5-6 Hours].

Wake up to a pleasant morning in Leh and have a delicious breakfast.

We will then get you ready for the exciting journey on one of the highest motorable roads.

Rev Up your engines and get ready for a thrilling ride to the Nubra Valley located to the north of

Ladakh between the Karakoram and Ladakh ranges of the Himalayas.

Before that, we will stop at the iconic Shanti Stupa for a mesmerizing view of Leh and its

surroundings.

Continue the journey further to the iconic Khardung-La - one of the world’s highest motorable

pass in the world at a height of 5359 meters.

Continue riding through the mesmerizing landscapes until we reach Diskit.

Here, we will stop at the Diskit Monastery which is famous for its 106 feet of Maitreya Buddha

statue.

DAY 5

Day excursion to Turtuk [Distance: 200km, Duration: 7-8 Hours].

Wake up to a pleasant morning in Nubra Valley and have your breakfast.

Later, get ready to start our journey to the charming remote village of Turtuk which is inhabited

by ethnic Muslims who have their distinct traditions and culture.

Upon reaching, you will explore this beautiful village surrounded by snow-clad mountains on

your own.

Here you can try out fruits like apricots and walnuts, for which this place is well known.

Next, you can take sel�es and click pictures on the wooden bridge along the banks of the

Shyok River.

You can also explore the 15th-century Yabgo Palace - a former residence of the Yabgo dynasty

where the royal family members will show you around.

Visit the Shyok War Memorial dedicated to the war heroes of Siachen Glacier.

As the day comes to an end, return to Nubra Valley, where you can indulge in a delicious dinner.

DAY 6

Nubra Valley To Pangong Tso Via Shyok Valley. [Distance: 160
Km, Duration: 5-6 Hours].

Wake up in the Nubra Valley and get ready for an adventurous journey to the famous Pangong

Tso.

While riding, we will cross the charming Agam and Shyok villages from where the Shyok River

gets its name.

Continue the adventurous journey until we are greeted with the majestic views of the famous

Pangong Lake which is the highest saltwater lake in the world.

Pangong Lake is about 4 km wide on average and at least 136 Km long and is located at an

altitude of 4300 meters above sea level.

Spend some time around the lake, where you can admire the re�ection of the surrounding

mountains in the stunning blue lake.

You can also click pictures at the famous 3-idiots set here.

DAY 7

Pangong to Leh via Chang La [Distance: 160km, Duration: 5-6
Hours].

Wake up to a beautiful morning with the views of Pangong and have your breakfast.

Get ready and hit the roads as we head back to Leh today.

On the way, we will take a short stop at the Chang La (5360 m) - one of the highest motorable

pass in the world.

Further, we will pass the popular towns of Karu, Thikshey and Shey until we reach Leh.

Upon reaching Leh, check-in to the hotel and freshen up.

You can then spend the rest of the evening exploring the Leh local market on your own.

Here, you can indulge in shopping, go cafe hopping, and try local delicacies.

Overnight stay in Leh.

DAY 8

Leh to Sarchu Via Moore Plains. [Distance: 260km, Duration: 8-9
Hours]

After having your breakfast in the morning at Leh, get ready for the day.

Board your transfers and prepare yourself for an adventurous journey to Sarchu.

On this journey, we will pass some major high-altitude passes like the Tanglang-La (5328m),

followed by Lachung-La (5065 m) and Nakee-La (4738 m).

On the way, soak in the stunning landscape at the famous Moore Plains, a straight and

�attened road stretching over 50 km.

Before reaching Sarchu, we will also pass the treacherous Gata Loops that feature 21 hairpin

bends at an elevation of 4669m.

Reach Sarchu by evening and check-in to your camps.

Overnight stay in Sarchu.

DAY 9

Sarchu To Manali Via Atal Tunnel. [Distance: 175km, Duration: 5-
6 Hours]

Post breakfast in the morning, get ready for the day.

Today, we will board our transfers to Manali via Atal Tunnel.

On the way, we will take a quick stop at the iconic Baralacha La located at an altitude of

4850m.

Then, we will pass the scenic Suraj Taal and Deepak Taal Lakes.

Further, we will pass the picturesque towns of Darcha, Jispa, Keylong and Sissu until we reach

the Atal Tunnel.

After crossing the Atal Tunnel, pass through the Solang Valley - a hub for adventure activities

to reach Manali.

Upon reaching Manali, check in to your hotel and spend the evening at leisure.

You can either rest in your room or head out to explore the Mall road where you can shop, eat

DAY 10

Self-Exploration of Manali. Evening Depart to Delhi.

Wake up to a leisurely morning in Manali and have your breakfast at the hotel.

You can then spend the day at leisure exploring Manali's charming attractions on your own.

You can start your sightseeing by visiting the famous Hidimba Temple, dedicated to the wife of

Bheem.

Further, you can relax in the natural hot springs of Vashisht Temple which is dedicated to sage

Vashisht, teacher of Lord Ram.

After exploring various attractions, you can shop and eat around the famous Mall Road.

By evening, reach the Manali bus stop to board your bus to Delhi.

Overnight bus journey to Delhi.

✔ Volvo transfer from Manali to Delhi ( Not included for self bike option).

✔ Bike Rent for 7 days (For Biking Option) from Day 2 to Day 8.

✔ Fuel for the bike(Srinagar to Sarchu).

✔ Entire travel from Srinagar to Manali by tempo traveler (For Tempo Traveler Option).

✔ Stay for 9 nights – 1 night in a houseboat at Srinagar, 1 night in a hotel at Kargil, 2 nights in a

hotel at Leh, 2 nights in a hotel at Nubra Valley, 1 night in camps at Pangong Tso, 1 night in camps

at Sarchu & 1 night in a hotel at Manali on triple/quad sharing basis

✔ A total of 16 meals – 2 meals Day 2 (B+D) + 2 meals Day 3 (B+D) + 2 meals Day 4 (B+D) + 2

meals Day 5 (B+D) + 2 meals Day 6 (B+D) + 2 meals Day 7 (B+D) + 2 meals Day 8 (B+D) + 1 meal

Day 9 (B) + 1 meal Day 10 (B)

✔ Riding Gears – Helmet (Standard Size 58 - 60 cms), Riding Gloves (only for riders), Riding

Jackets, Knee Pads (Though it is recommended you carry your own helmet for comfort)

✔ Team Captain throughout the trip.

✔ Mechanical Backup. Daily bike check up.

✔ Spare wheels will be carried in case of puncture so that you don't have to wait.

✔ All inner line permits for the trip.

✔ Driver Night Charges, Toll Tax, Parking Charges, etc.

✔ Medical Kit & An Oxygen Cylinder 24X7 in the car in case of emergency

INCLUSIONS

✘ GST (5%) is applicable extra.

✘ Any kind of food or beverage that is not included in the package like alcoholic drinks, mineral

water, meals/refreshments/lunches on the highway.

✘ Any personal expenses like a tip to the drivers, entry to monuments/monasteries, camera/video

camera charges, camel safari, river rafting, laundry, telephone bills, tips, etc

✘ Any cost arising due to natural calamities like landslides, roadblocks etc. (to be borne directly

by the customer on the spot)

✘ In case of any damage to the riding gears the customer is liable to pay for the damage.

✘ Any damage to the bike except engine damage must be borne by the client.

✘ Any medical or evacuation expenses.

✘ Anything not mentioned in the inclusions.

✘ Volvo Transfers are not included for Self Bike option.

✘ Airport pick-up and drop not inlcuded.

EXCLUSIONS

Pay ₹  10,000/- per head to reserve your seat & you can pay the remaining

amount 15 days before the trip.

BATCHES

The age limit of our group departures is 16 to 42 years due to the power packed

itineraries that we provide to our travellers.

Extra mattress will be provided for triple sharing occupancy.

You will be travelling to High Altitude cold desert places of India. It's advisable to

consult your personal doctors for any sort of medical awareness before travelling.

There are very few medical facilities/hospitals available at such remote locations

and WanderOn shall not be responsible for any such of Medical emergency thus

occurred. However any kind of support with respect to arranging logistics will be

arranged if required and the expenses shall be borne by the clients. Please consult

your personal doctor and we advise you to be physically �t and healthy before

travelling. Do mention any sort of prior health issues before travelling so that we

can advise you correctly.
